RESTORATION SHED SUB-COMMITTEE REPORT FOR THE 2011 AGM _ +s

History

It should now be obvious to anyone visiting the restoration shed on a Thursday morning, just how
popular this club activity has become, with over 20 participants helping out on a regular basis. The
restorations also attract visitors from other clubs as well as assisting in the recruitment of new members.

Firstly, the activities started when some members decided to restart restoring the DENNIS BUS as there
had been considerable debate previously on whether to keep or sell this vehicle. It certainly created a
positive atsmophere when 3 members first turned up on that Thursday morning, followed the next week
by another 2, and continued to increase beyond that.

It was then decided to restore the Fire Engine at the same time, to keep everyone busy.

A Chev car was donated to the club at a later date, and with the number of members busy on the other
vehicles, we decided to commence restoring this vehicle also. It was then suggested that we should make
the Chev a taxi, with a NORTH SHORE TAXI sign and logo.

This then raised the question as to whether we were to complete these vehicles and then cancel the
restoration days, or did we intend to carry on the activity to restoring other vehicles. The unanimous
response was-- we should carry on, and perhaps create a North Shore Service Fleet, with the next vehicle
to be a Tow Truck, with other vehicles to follow.

This raised the question of storage of these vehicles when completed, as they would only get damaged in a
workshop environment, and it became obvious that additional covered storage would be needed in the
future, plus storage for vehicles awaiting restoration—Hence the approval being sought -and approved-
for the new shed.

NEW SHED PROGRESS.

The contractor has been chosen and contract signed and let.(Widespan Sheds Ltd)
RESOURCE CONSENT has been obtained.
BUILDING CONSENT has been obtained.

(Many thanks to members Steven Dietsch and Maurice Whitham for their valuable work in assisting with
these consents)

The shed size was agreed to be approx 400 sq mtrs. With a 3mtr. Stud height. Single main enterance door
with one small access door (Reqd. by fire service)for security.

We have selected the contractor for the earthworks (excavations) but of course he is dependent on the
weather, and thus it may be some weeks—even months , before the excavations can start. Once
excavations are complete, foundations can start, followed by the building of the shed. This will take
several weeks. The floor will probably be done later—suggestions are for a concrete floor all over,
alternatively, concrete strip around the perimeter with composite asphalt in the center, or asphalt over
the complete floor.

Debentures are a possibility if it is determined that club finances are stretched, or to do the floor when
club finances are sufficient.

Discussions will take place eventually regarding the use of unused available space eg if we could allow the
space to be used by members etc. Rules governing this usage would have to be agreed on by the
committee, as recommended by the sub-committee.

The used oil service is a pilot
project initiated by Auckland Council in partnership with the Ministry for the Environment and
industry supporters.

Usually when cars from an estate sale by an auction company that doesn’t specialize in
collector cars comein, I’'m not blown away. Typicaly, there' saModel A, maybe a Mustang and a bunch
of parts. But the sale of the David and June Harcum collection, while relatively small, has some seriously
interesting cars. Mr. Harcum is aretired executive who has actively collected fine automobiles for 25
years. They are moving to aretirement facility and no longer have a place for these cars. These cars have
been either well restored or are in beautiful, original condition. They have been kept in a heated facility
on display near his home.That doesn’t do it justice, because not only do the cars appear to bein very good
condition, but Mr. Harcum — mostly — had style and class. Out of 15 cars, eight are pre-war and most of
those Full Classics, Packards and Cadillacs and an Auburn.

1930 ST UTZLooki ng far more modern than any Stutz I’ ve seen — save for perhaps the

revival Stutzes of the 1970s — this 1930 Stutz Model M (the rear of it, at |east) appears to come
tantalizingly close to the shapes and forms used on the Chrysler Thunderbolt and the myriad other
long, low, partially streamlined cars of the late 1930s. From the seller’ s description:Professionals
appreciated Stutzs leadership including New Y ork City coach maker Adolph Schneider. Born in
Germany in 1896 Schneider emigrated to the U.S. in 1913 joining two sisters aready living in
Brooklyn. A year later he went to work for Sharebolt Manufacturing Co. where he learned the trades
of the custom coach maker from the ground up. After abrief period with Locke he opened his own
shop as ajourneyman metal former in 1930. He would continue at the trade until retirement a half
century later. About 1935 Schneider built hisfirst personal custom. He used a Stutz chassis. Two
more followed culminating in the remarkable 1930 Model M-based coupe offered here. Built in 1938
on the long wheelbase MB chassis it incorporates a number of details including the roof skin and trim
made of stainless steel a material with which Schneider worked in many projects for the government
and Navy. The Stutz radiator is moved far forward to line up with the front of the tires and flanked by
headlights and parking lights recessed in nacelles. The boattail rear deck encloses a huge trunk said to
have been used by Schneider to deliver fire truck fenders doors and roof assembliesformed in his
shop to the Mack fire equipment factory in Long Island City along term customer. The dashboard
continues Schneiders use of stainless while the steering wheel appearsto be cast aluminum. The
smooth-sided body has no visible running boards but hidden ones extend automatically when the
doors open. The Schneider Stutzs workmanship and ingenuity are exceptional no doubt contributing
toitsacquisition in 1976 by Rudy Creteur former chief designer at Rollston and owner of its
successor Rollson. In the mid-80s it was restored for Creteurs daughter in the shop formerly owned
by Bob Gassaway where Schneider had worked until his retirement the work being done to the
highest standards.

We hope to borrow/rent from the
Humber Hillman Car Club, a sink bench, bbq, a table and a few chairs. All
campers will need to be fully self equipped and will have your own water and
food, etc. It is our intention to bring a quad bike and a 4x4.

PARKING There is parking available before you enter the farm for trailers as it
wouldbe difficult to tow them in/out.

| The 1930s were a wonderful time for the automotive industry's stylists. Finances were awful of

course but that didn't stop virtually every manufacturer from turning out innovative beautiful designs

1 in an effort to capture a shrinking customer base. The art-deco movement was in full swing and it |
| was a time when automotive executives were not afraid to take chances in an effort to separate their |
i products from the rest. The Graham story begins with brothers Joseph Robert and Ray Graham who |
were most noteworthy for starting the company that would become Libby-Owens-Ford glass. After |
| getting out of the glass business the brothers built trucks for Dodge for a while and eventually

i bought the Paige automobile company. In 1927 the Graham-Paige appeared but in 1931 it became

. simply "Graham." Throughout the 1930s Graham was an innovative forward-thinking company that

i provided a lot of car for the dollar. Their 1932 Blue Streak's breakthrough styling was widely copied

| by the rest of the industry in 1933 and in 1934 they introduced supercharging to their lineup. Over

. the next six years Graham would build more supercharged cars than any other manufacturer of the

| era. Which brings us to this very art-deco 1939 Graham "sharknose" sedan. The nickname's origins
are obvious and this was probably the most unique-looking car on the road since the Chrysler

i Airflows six years earlier. Pulled from a design by Amos Northup called "Spirit of Motion" it featured

. covered headlights in the fenders and forward-swept grille and was unlike anything else at the time.

. This particular Graham appears to have spent a majority of its life in a museum where its unique
design and features could be admired by all. Purchased from the museum in 2000 it has seen

. regular use since then and Graham's reputation for reliability is borne out by the fact that it needs

i nothing to be driven and enjoyed today. The paint was done some years ago and remains in

| presentable condition and the white finish really emphasizes the unique shape of both the front end

i and rear window. Chrome and trim show well and really accent the unigue design elements such as

| the headlights grille and unusual bumper guards. You'll also note other unique items like the high-

. mounted taillights and bright red Graham emblem on the front. No less unusual is the Graham's

i choice of powerplants. Although an eight-cylinder model was available in the mid-30s by 1939 the
sole powerplant was a 217 cubic inch inline-six. In naturally-aspirated form it generated a .
i respectable 90 horsepower but when equipped with a supercharger as in this sedan it cranked out a |
| stout 116 horsepower. Performance was impressive for the time and Graham's claim was that it |
. delivered eight cylinder performance with six cylinder economy which was true. For comparison the

1 1939 Buick 248 cubic inch straight-8 made 107 horsepower and Graham owners regularly pulled as

. much as 25 MPG from their cars. The engine in this car runs well and with the supercharger

| spinning away it cruises happily at 55 MPH. Obviously restored several years ago the engine bay

. shows well with matching white details like the horns and air cleaners which brighten up the entire
compartment. This vehicle is located in our Atlanta showroom.
